Effective
fight against this phenomenon requires effective,
prompt and coordinated actions at the national lev-
el. In this context, the Observatory on Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights is the main platform
for collecting, monitoring and providing informa-
tion and data related to intellectual property rights
infringement and plays a vital role in strengthening
sustainable and productive cooperation between
law enforcement authorities, rightholders, and civil
society.

Compiled annually since 2012, the National Report
provides an objective image of progress achieved, as
well persistent challenges — a map of the realities we
must understand before we can change them. At the
same time, the Reportis also an invitation to dialogue
between authorities, the business community, civil
society and citizens to raise awareness that respect
for intellectual property rights protects not only right-
holders but also consumers, stimulates investment
and supports the development of an economy based
on knowledge and merit.

The year 2025 has been marked by both important
achievements and the emergence of new challenges.
The joint efforts of the Observatory’'s member au-
thorities demonstrate that the Republic of Moldova
has a functional institutional ecosystem, capable of
responding to the threats posed by counterfeiting
and piracy. At the same time, the accelerated dynam-
ics of using artificial intelligence as a tool for creating
and also for infringing intellectual property rights, as
well as the expansion of cross-border networks for
distribution of counterfeit goods highlight the fact
that vigilance and the ability to constantly adapt are
not simple options, but indispensable obligations.

The fight against counterfeiting and piracy cannot be
the responsibility of a single actor. It requires institu-

in acest context, Serviciul Vamal isi asuma un rol ac-
tiv la frontiera de stat, intervenind prompt pentru a
preveni circulatia marfurilor contrafacute si pentru a
proteja atat titularii de drepturi, cat si consumatorii.

Pe parcursul anului 2025, Serviciul Vamal a gestionat
133 de cazuri de retinere a marfurilor suspecte de a
aduce atingere drepturilor de proprietate intelectua-
|a. Drept urmare, au fost scoase din circuitul comercial
peste 29.500 de unitati de marfa, cu o valoare estima-
ta la peste 9,2 milioane lei. in acelasi timp, interesul
titularilor de drepturi pentru protectia la frontiera a
crescut, numarul obiectelor de proprietate intelectu-
ala aflate sub protectie ajungand la 1045. De aseme-
nea, numarul cazurilor de distrugere a bunurilor con-
trafacute, comparativ cu anul 2024, a crescutde la9la
12, ceea ce denota o abordare consecventa si ferma
in protejarea drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala.

Aceste rezultate sunt sustinute de cooperarea con-
stanta cu institutile nationale relevante, inclusiv
Agentia de Stat pentru Proprietatea Intelectuala, pre-
cum si de adaptarea continua la noile provocari din
domeniu.

Enforcement of intellectual property rights is more
than a legal obligation - it is a guarantee of a healthy
economic environment, in which innovation is pro-
tected and competition remains fair. In this context,
the Customs Service assumes an active role at the
state border, intervening promptly to prevent the
circulation of counterfeit goods and to protect both
rightholders and consumers.

During 2025, the Customs Service managed 133 cases
of detention of goods suspected of infringing intel-
lectual property rights. As a result, over 29,500 units
of goods were removed from the commercial circuit,
with an estimated value of over 9.2 million lei. At the
same time, the interest of rightholders in border pro-
tection has increased, the number of intellectual prop-
erty objects under protection reaching 1,045. Also, the
number of cases of destruction of counterfeit goods,
compared to 2024, increased from 9 to 12, which de-
notes a consistent and firm approach to protecting
intellectual property rights.

These results are supported by constant cooperation
with relevant national institutions, including the State
Agency on Intellectual Property, as well as continuous
adaptation to new challenges in the field. The Cus-
toms Service will continue to focus on developing in-
tervention mechanisms, strengthening partnerships
and using modern solutions to contribute to protect-
ing the market and supporting a fair and predictable
economic climate.

The General Inspectorate of Police of MIA reaffirms its
full availability to cooperate with the State Agency on
Intellectual Property in order to constantly increase
the efficiency of mechanisms for the protection of
intellectual property rights and for combating the
phenomenon of counterfeiting, thus contributing to
increasing consumer safety and consolidating a safe
and fair economic environment.

The Observatory on Enforcement of Intellectual Prop-
erty Rights is an important mechanism for monitor-
ing, analyzing and evaluating the phenomena of in-
fringement of these rights.

In this
context, strengthening cooperation between authori-
ties, public and private institutions, as well as the in-
volvement of specialists in the field, remain essential
for the development of an efficient and sustainable
intellectual property right protection system.

Prin
instrumentele legale de care dispune, autoritatea
intervine Tn cazurile in care sunt identificate actiuni
sau inactiuni care restrang, impiedica sau denaturea-
za concurenta, inclusiv prin utilizarea neautorizata a
obiectelor de proprietate intelectuala de natura sa
creeze confuzie sau sa afecteze interesele legitime ale
concurentilor.

Totodata, prin activitatile de investigare, monitorizare
si avizare a proiectelor de acte normative, precum si
prin cooperarea stransa cu celelalte institutii implicate
in cadrul Observatorului, Consiliul Concurentei contri-
buie la consolidarea unui mediu concurential loial si
la promovarea respectarii drepturilor de proprietate
intelectuala. Aceste masuri protejeaza atat interesele
legitime ale intreprinderilor, cat si, implicit, pe cele ale
consumatorilor.
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In a contemporary economy, increasingly focused
on innovation and quality, intellectual property rep-
resents a strategic factor of competitiveness and
sustainable development. Rights in intellectual crea-
tions, whether they concern trademarks, inventions
or other intellectual property objects, are not only in-
struments of legal protection, but also elements that
shape competition on the market. Respect for these
rights encourages business development, strength-
ens trust in the business environment and ensures a
stable and fair framework, in which the rules are ap-
plied uniformly for all participants.

The interaction between the fields of competition and
intellectual property acquires increased importance
in situations where intellectual property rights are
abused or infringed through unfair competition ac-
tions. Such practices can distort competition in the
market, generating unjustified advantages and affect-
ing both rightholders and consumers.

As the competent authority in the application of
Competition Law No 183/2012, the Competition
Council has an essential role in preventing and coun-
teracting anti-competitive practices, unfair compe-
tition and in controlling economic concentrations
on the market. Through the legal instruments at its
disposal, the authority intervenes in cases where ac-
tions or inactions are identified that restrict, hinder
or distort competition, including through the unau-
thorized use of intellectual property objects that may
create confusion or affect the legitimate interests of
the competitors.

At the same time, through the activity of investigating,
monitoring and approving draft normative acts, as
well as through close cooperation with the other insti-
tutions involved in the Observatory, the Competition
Council contributes to the consolidation of a fair com-
petitive environment and to the promotion of intel-
lectual property rights enforcement.

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GENERALITATI
GENERALITIES

The Observatory on Enforcement of Intellectual Prop-
erty Rights has been active within the State Agency
on Intellectual Property (AGEPI) since 2011, having
been created with the aim of ensuring the efficient
exchange of information between the authorities re-
sponsible for monitoring the enforcement of intellec-
tual property rights and the development of reports,
analytical and statistical studies in the field. At the
same time, the Observatory exercises the functions
of the Notification Center of the WTO for the imple-
mentation of the TRIPs Agreement and constitutes an
important instrument for promoting the activities car-
ried out by the authorities and institutions involved in
combating IP rights infringement.

During the years of activity, the Observatory plat-
form has become an efficient mechanism for inter-
institutional cooperation and strengthening respect
for intellectual property in the Republic of Moldova.
During this period, three national campaigns were
promoted to raise public awareness of the negative
effects of counterfeiting and piracy, 13 national re-
ports on the enforcement of intellectual property
rights were developed and published, and numerous
national and international events were organized
dedicated to raising awareness and strengthening
the intellectual property right protection mecha-
nisms.



Unrezultatimportantal activitatii Observatoruluiil con-
stituie instituirea Platformei informationale in dome-

matorilor. La data de 19 octombrie 2022, autoritatile
mentionate au semnat Ordinul interinstitutional cu
privire la activitatea Observatorului respectarii drep-
turilor de proprietate intelectuala, prin care a fost
aprobat Regulamentul de functionare al acestuia. Do-
cumentul stabileste structura si componenta Observa-
torului, atributiile, drepturile si modalitatea de organi-
zare si desfasurare a activitatilor sale.

Toate evenimentele organizate pe platforma Ob-
servatorului au drept obiectiv cresterea nivelului de
constientizare a importantei respectarii drepturilor
de proprietate intelectuala Tn randul populatiei si
al profesionistilor din domeniu, prin desfasurarea
activitatilor de instruire destinate in special
reprezentantilor autoritatilor responsabile de asigu-

Pe parcursul anului 2025, in cadrul Observatorului au
fost organizate mai multe evenimente si sedinte dedi-
cate consolidarii capacitatilor autoritatilor responsabi-
le de protectia drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala,
in contextul avansarii procesului de integrare euro-
peana si al unor provocari la nivel regional si Tn mediul
digital. Printre principalele activitati se remarca:

® Atelierul de lucru privind asigurarea respectarii

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An important result of the Observatory's activity is
the establishment of the Information Intellectual
Property Rights Protection Platform, a tool that con-
tributes to improving interinstitutional communica-
tion and coordination by automating the process of
collecting and transmitting data relevant to the ap-
plication of intellectual property rights protection
mechanisms. Several national authorities and insti-
tutions are involved in this process, namely AGEPI,
the Customs Service, the Prosecutor General's Of-
fice, the General Police Inspectorate, the Agency for
Digitalization in Justice and Court Administration, the
Competition Council, the State Inspectorate for Su-
pervision of Non-Food Products and Consumer Pro-
tection. On October 19, 2022, the aforesaid authori-
ties signed the Interinstitutional Order on the activity
of the Observatory on Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights, which approved its Operating Regu-
lations. The document establishes the structure and
composition of the Observatory, the attributions,
rights and the method of organizing and carrying out
its activities.

All events organized on the Observatory platform
aim to increase the level of awareness of the im-
portance of enforcing intellectual property rights
among the population and professionals in the
field, by carrying out training activities intended
especially for representatives of the authorities
responsible for the enforcement of intellectual
property rights, by analyzing and taking over best
practices in combating intellectual property rights
infringements, etc.

During 2025, several events and meetings were organ-
ized within the Observatory dedicated to strengthen-
ing the capacities of the authorities responsible for the
protection of IP rights, in the context of advancing the
European integration process and challenges at the re-
gional level and in the digital environment. Among the
main activities, the following are noteworthy:

® |Intellectual Property Enforcement Workshop in
the Republic of Moldova, held in Chisinau on April

Pl. A central point on the agenda of the discussions
was the presentation of the updated version of the
Action Plan for Intellectual Property Enforcement for
the period 2025-2028, developed with the support
of experts from the EU4IP project. The document re-
flects the strategic approach of the Republic of Mol-
dova to strengthening the intellectual property rights
protection and enforcement mechanisms, in accord-
ance with national priorities and European standards.
Several topics were discussed during the meeting,
including: expanding the format and composition of
the Observatory by including the National Food Safety
Agency (NFSA) as a permanent member; participation
of representatives of civil society, rightholders, au-
thorized attorneys, collective management organiza-
tions (CMOs) as observer members; priorities for the
second semester of 2025.

® Webinar “Simplified Procedure for the Destruc-
tion of Intellectual Property Infringing Goods in Small
Consigments (Swiss experience)”, held online on No-
vember 11, 2025, organized within the framework
of the Moldovan-Swiss Intellectual Property Project
“Swiss PartnershlP Moldova”. The event brought to-
gether approximately 100 participants, representa-
tives of member institutions of the Observatory on
Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights. The
webinar presented the Swiss legal framework, the
procedural steps and the differences between the

® National Workshop on the Enforcement of Intel-
lectual Property Rights in the Republic of Moldova,
held in Chisinau on November 27-28, 2025, organ-
ized by AGEPI in cooperation with the World Trade
Organization (WTO), the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) and EUIPO, with the support of
the “EU4IP" and “Swiss PartnershlP Moldova"” projects.
The event was attended by representatives of law en-
forcement authorities, the judiciary, the prosecutor’s
office, international experts and representatives of
the private sector. During the working sessions, inter-
national, European and national standards in the field
of intellectual property rights enforcement were pre-
sented, being provided practical examples, case stud-
ies and relevant recommendations for the authorities
and the professional environment.

In conclusion, we should note that the effective pro-
tection of intellectual property rights remains a deter-
mining factor for economic development, stimulating
innovation and increasing the investment attractive-
ness of the Republic of Moldova. Strengthening in-
tellectual property rights enforcement mechanisms
continues to be a strategic priority for both AGEPI and
the members of the Observatory, in the context of the
European integration process and the development
of an economy based on knowledge and innovation.

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The Customs Service, in its capacity as an administra-
tive authority subordinated to the Ministry of Finance,
pursuant to the provisions of Chapter IV (Title IX) of
the Customs Code No 95/2021 and Section 8 of the
Implementing Regulation of the Customs Code, ap-
proved by Government Decision No 92/2023, applies
measures to protect intellectual property, which in-
volve actions to combat the trafficking of counterfeit
or pirated goods and, respectively, actions that in-
fringe the rights in a patent, a geographical indication,
an appellation of origin and a traditional specialty of
products, a plant variety patent, an topographie of in-
tegrated circuit or an industrial design.

In the Republic of Moldova, the Customs Service
provides assistance to rightholders in cases where
goods likely to infringe an intellectual property
right:

® are brought into/or out of the customs territory;

® are declared in order to place them under a cus-
toms regime;

® are under customs supervision in any other situ-
ations;

Actions for the protection of intellectual property are
carried out when the rightholder has an application
for action, accepted by the central apparatus of the
Customs Service or ex officio, through measures prior
to the lodging of the application for action.

Information on intellectual property objects, protect-
ed on the basis of applications for action, is public and
can be consulted according to the Register of Intel-
lectual Property Objects to Which Customs Protection
Measures Are Applied, placed on the official website

n anul 2025, Inspectoratul General al Politiei a conti-
nuat consolidarea mecanismelor de protectie a drep-
turilor de proprietate intelectuala, prin implementarea
unor masuri complexe orientate spre combaterea
contrafacerii si a fraudelor economice. Un element
important al activitatii institutiei I-a constituit analiza si
monitorizarea pozitiei Republicii Moldova in clasamen-
tele internationale privind protectia proprietatii inte-
lectuale, fraudele economice si respectarea legislatiei
comerciale. in baza acestor evaluari, au fost formulate
recomandadri pentru Tmbunatatirea performantelor
nationale si alinierea la standardele internationale.

spectoratul General al Politiei a coordonat activitatea

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In 2025, the General Police Inspectorate continued to
strengthen the intellectual property rights protection
mechanisms, by implementing complex measures
aimed at combating counterfeiting and economic
fraud. An important element of the institution’s activ-
ity was the analysis and monitoring of the Republic of
Moldova’s position in international rankings on intel-
lectual property protection, economic fraud and com-
pliance with commercial legislation. Based on these
assessments, recommendations were formulated for
improving national performance and aligning with in-
ternational standards.

In the field of combating counterfeiting of goods, the
General Police Inspectorate coordinated the activ-
ity of subdivisions and other competent authorities,
applying mechanisms for monitoring, reporting and

intelectuala pe piata interna. Prin aceste actiuni s-a
urmarit protejarea persoanelor fizice si juridice impo-
triva riscurilor economice si a efectelor negative gene-
rate de consumul produselor contrafacute.
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evaluating the actions taken. At the same time, the
institution played a significant role in the efficient
management and use of resources allocated to pre-
vent and combat counterfeit products, ensuring the
transparency of processes.

The General Police Inspectorate has strengthened
cooperation with counterpart institutions from oth-
er states in order to combat cross-border networks
involved in the production and distribution of coun-
terfeit goods, participating in joint operations, infor-
mation exchanges and international initiatives. The
institution has also actively contributed to the imple-
mentation of the actions provided for in the Opera-
tional Plan “Intellectual Property (IP) Crime, Counter-
feiting of Goods and Currencies” within the EMPACT
Platform 2024-2025, having an important role in dis-
mantling criminal groups and reducing the phenom-
enon of trading in counterfeit products.

At the same time, the specialized subdivisions of the
General Police Inspectorate, including those respon-
sible for investigating economic crimes, have carried
out activities to prevent, detect and document acts
that infringe intellectual property rights on the inter-
nal market. These actions aimed to protect natural
persons and legal entities against economic risks and
the negative effects generated by the consumption of
counterfeit products.

Datele prezentate mai jos reflecta implicarea activa
a Inspectoratului de Stat pentru Supravegherea Pro-
duselor Nealimentare si Protectia Consumatorilor
(ISSPNPC) in supravegherea si combaterea incalca-
rilor din domeniul protectiei marcilor, conturand un
tablou in care, desi numarul sesizarilor in acest sens
este relativ redus, o parte semnificativa a acestora se
confirma.

in conformitate cu atributiile sale legale, ISSPNPC
desfasoara activitati de supraveghere a pietei pro-
duselor nealimentare si de protectie a consumato-
rilor, exercitand controlul de stat asupra respectarii
cerintelor privind siguranta si conformitatea produse-
lor, precum si asupra legalitatii utilizarii marcilor, in-
clusiv prin verificarea produselor introduse sau puse
pe piata si constatarea cazurilor de utilizare ilegala, in
conformitate cu legislatia Tn vigoare.

Activitatea institutionala este structurata pe urmatoa-
rele domenii de competenta: supravegherea pietei
privind produsele nealimentare, conformitatea servi-
ciilor (inclusiv turistice), protectia consumatorilor, me-
trologie si produse preambalate, precum si controlul
de stat in domeniul jocurilor de noroc.
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The data presented below reflect the active involve-
ment of the State Inspectorate for Supervision
of Non-Food Products and Consumer Protection
(SISNFPCP) in supervising and combating trade-
mark protection infringements, outlining a picture in
which, despite the relatively small number of noti-
fications in this regard, a significant part of them is
confirmed.

In accordance with its legal responsibilities,
SISNFPCP carries out activities of supervision of the
non-food product market and consumer protection,
exercising state control over compliance with prod-
uct safety and conformity requirements, as well as
over the legality of trademark use, including by veri-
fying products introduced or placed on the market
and detecting cases of illegal use, in accordance with
the legislation in force.

The institutional activity is structured on the follow-
ing areas of competence: market surveillance of
non-food products, conformity of services (including
tourism), consumer protection, metrology and pre-
packaged products, and state control in the field of
gambling.

Aplicarea a 11 procese-verbale contraventionale si in-
tocmirea a 11 planuri de remediere arata o abordare
consecventa, orientata nu doar spre sanctionare, ci si
spre conformare. In acelasi timp, emiterea unei decizii
de Tncetare a practicilor comerciale incorecte confir-
ma utilizarea instrumentelor legale pentru stoparea
prompta a abaterilor.

Totodatd, faptul ca in mai multe cazuri nu au fost In-
trunite elementele constitutive ale contraventiei sau
nu au fost depistate incalcari indica o analiza riguroa-
sa si obiectiva a fiecarei sesizari, evitand sanctionarea
nejustificata. Per ansamblu, datele releva o tendinta
de mentinere a fenomenului de utilizare ilegala a
marcilor, dar si o capacitate institutionala eficienta de
identificare, investigare si solutionare a acestor cazuri.
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During the analyzed period, out of a total of 23 notifi-
cations and complaints examined, 11 cases of illegal
trademark use were found, representing a confirma-
tion rate of approximately 48%. This fact demon-
strates that almost half of the notifications received
had a valid basis, underscoring both the vigilance of
consumers and copyright holders and the relevance
of the controls carried out.

The identified infringements primarily concern non-
food consumer products (clothing, cosmetics, wet
wipes, accessories), which denotes an increased
vulnerability in these segments, frequently exposed
to the phenomenon of counterfeiting. At the same
time, a case of illegal use of a trademark in a com-
pany name was also identified, thus expanding the
area of infringements beyond products to services.

The application of 11 contravention reports and the
preparation of 11 remedial plans show a consistent
approach focused not only on sanctions but also on
compliance. At the same time, the issuance of a deci-
sion to cease unfair commercial practices confirms
the use of legal instruments to promptly stop the
violations.

Furthermore, the fact that in several cases the con-
stitutive elements of the contravention were not met
or no violations were detected indicates a rigorous
and objective analysis of each notification, avoid-
ing unjustified sanctions. Overall, the data reveal a
persistent trend in the phenomenon of illegal use of
trademarks, and also an efficient institutional capac-
ity to identify, investigate and settle these cases.

139/2012 cu
privire la ajutorul de stat, al publicitatii comerciale, sub
aspectul asigurarii drepturilor si intereselor intreprin-
derilor, reglementat de Legea nr. 62/2022 cu privire la
publicitate, al reglementarii serviciilor de transport fe-
roviar, conform atributiilor stabilite de Codul transpor-
tului feroviar nr. 19/2022, precum si in domeniul practi-
cilor comerciale neloiale, in limitele atributiilor stabilite
de Legea nr.

Tn anul 2025, a fost adoptata Legea nr. 53/2025 pri-
vind promovarea echitatii si a transparentei pentru
intreprinderile utilizatoare de servicii de intermediere
online, prin care Consiliului Concurentei i-a fost atri-
buita o noua competenta privind asigurarea respecta-
rii dispozitiilor acestei legi, aceasta urmand sa intre in
vigoare la data de 22.04.2026.

Legea concurentei nr. 183/2012 stabileste cadrul juri-
dic pentru prevenirea si sanctionarea actiunilor care
pot restrange, denatura sau Tmpiedica concurenta,
inclusiv a actelor de concurenta neloiald cu impact
direct asupra drepturilor de proprietate intelectuala.

Tn acest context, Consiliul Concurentei intervine in spri-
jinulintreprinderilor afectate de actiuni de concurenta
neloiald, contribuind la protejarea drepturilor de pro-
prietate intelectuald. Prin aplicarea sanctiunilor si,
dupa caz, prin dispunerea masurilor necesare pentru
incetarea acestor actiuni, autoritatea de concurenta
asigura restabilirea unui mediu concurential si prote-
jarea drepturilor incalcate.
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The Competition Council is an autonomous public
authority, accountable to Parliament, that ensures
the application and enforcement of legislation in the
field of competition, as provided for in the Law No
183/2012 on Competition, state aid, as regulated by
Law No 139/2012 on State Aid, commercial advertis-
ing, in terms of ensuring the rights and interests of
enterprises, as regulated by Law No 62/2022 on Ad-
vertising, regulation of railway transport services in
accordance with the powers established by the Rail-
way Transport Code No 19/2022, and unfair commer-
cial practices, within the powers established by Law
No 231/2010 on Internal Trade.

In 2025, Law No 53/2025 on the Promotion of Fair-
ness and Transparency for Business Users of Online
Intermediation Services was adopted, whereby the
Competition Council was assigned new powers to
ensure compliance with the provisions of this Law,
which is scheduled to enter into force on 22 April
2026.

Law No 183/2012 on Competition establishes the
legal framework for the prevention and sanction of
actions that may restrict, distort, or hinder competi-
tion, including acts of unfair competition directly af-
fecting intellectual property rights.

In this context, the Competition Council intervenes
in support of enterprises affected by acts of unfair
competition, contributing to the protection of intel-
lectual property rights. By applying sanctions and,
where appropriate, by ordering the necessary meas-
ures to stop such actions, the competition authority
ensures the restoration of a competitive environ-
ment and the protection of violated rights.

The meeting of the Republic of Moldova - United King-
dom Geographical Indications Sub-Committee was
held on July 18, 2025, during which Decision No 1/2025
was adopted on the extension of the list of products
benefiting from mutual protection through the GI
system. The implementation of the decision allowed,
starting with July 25, 2025, the official recognition and
protection in the United Kingdom of a new group of
geographical indications from the Republic of Moldova.

This development marked a significant extension of
the level of international protection of traditional Mol-
dovan agri-food products, the total number of nation-
al geographical indications protected on the British
market reaching 18. At the same time, the measure
ensured the mutual protection of some British prod-
ucts in the Republic of Moldova, strengthening the
principle of mutual recognition and bilateral coopera-
tion in the field of intellectual property.

The importance of the event for strengthening the
intellectual property rights protection and enforce-
ment system lies in the expansion of international
mechanisms for the protection of products with tradi-
tional value and the creation of additional guarantees
against abusive use and counterfeiting. At the same
time, the recognition of new geographical indications
contributes to increasing the competitiveness of local

The 4th meeting of the Republic of Moldova - United
Kingdom Geographical Indications Sub-Committee, a
structure established under the Strategic Partnership,
Trade and Cooperation Agreement, was held online
on December 16, 2025.

The meeting was chaired by representatives of both
parties, with the participation of experts from AGEPI,
as well as representatives of the Customs Service and
the National Food Safety Agency. The discussions
focused on recent developments in the field of geo-
graphical indications, including updates to national
registers and strengthening the mechanisms for the
protection and promotion of value-added products.

The parties exchanged information on recent legisla-
tive and institutional developments, highlighting the
progress made in expanding the portfolio of protect-

Main objective: Supporting the uniform implementa-
tion of the CEFTA framework on intellectual property
and strengthening regional cooperation in the field of
protection and enforcement of IP rights.

The AGEPI delegation participated on December 16,
2025, in the Workshop on the Implementation of the
CEFTA Joint Committee Decision No 5/2024, organized
by the CEFTA Secretariat in Podgorica.

The event brought together representatives of all
CEFTA parties and aimed to deepen the common un-
derstanding of obligations regarding the protection
and enforcement of IP rights, as well as to facilitate
technical dialogue between the participating states.

The discussions focused on the minimum require-
ments for the protection and enforcement of IP rights,
the principles of non-discrimination and equal treat-
ment, the rights exhaustion regime, the protection of
confidential commercial information and the need to
adjust the national legislative framework to ensure
the effective implementation of the decision.
